Evening Standard "Dispossessed" campaign

Introductory Course on Counselling Refugees: October 2010 - July 2011
The Refugee Therapy Centre is running an introductory course on counselling for people who would like to learn about working with refugees and asylum seekers in the community. This Introductory Course offers an opportunity to use your own experiences to help others. We are looking for both refugees and asylum-seekers from diverse backgrounds as well as those who are working with refugees and asylum seekers to share their experiences and learn from each other.
Candidates who successfully complete this one year introductory course may be accepted onto the Diploma/MA qualifying course in Intercultural Psychodynamic Counselling / Intercultural Psychoanalytic Psychotherapy in 2011.

COURSE DETAILS

The course will run on Friday afternoons from 1.00 – 6.00 p.m. Each week will include a lecture, a seminar with student presentations, and an experiential/developmental group.
Over the year we will cover such subjects as:  

· Introduction to counselling, psychotherapy and psychoanalysis

· Common mental health problems among refugees & asylum seekers

· Working with people who have experienced torture or violence

· Issues facing professionals working with refugees & asylum seekers

· Varying therapeutic approaches

· Working with children, adolescents, families and groups

· Cultural and gender differences, mental health

· Trauma, depression, anxiety, vulnerability and resilience

Tooting Trashcatchers Carnival stops the traffic!
Traffic on Tooting High Street came to a stop today when the Tooting Trashcatchers Carnival came to town! 

Over 800 participants from local schools, community groups and clubs took part in this unique carnival made almost entirely from household rubbish. Over 1 million plastic bottles and shopping bags, half a million crisp packets, half a ton of renewable willow and half a ton of materials were collected over a six month period to create this extravaganza.

Not surprisingly, one of the main stars of the show was the awesome gardening giant, who kept everyone amused by his commentary down the street. There was also an enormous turtle, elephants, fish, foxes, birds and insects. The whole procession was led by the beautiful Sankofa bird.
The Sankofa bird is a particularly fitting symbol for the carnival and for Transition Town Tooting in general. She is an ancient West African creature who looks forward and backwards in a single glance. She reminds us that sometimes we have to go back to our roots to move forwards. This is the message of the carnival. Even in a large urban town such as Tooting, we can take steps to overcome our oil dependence and our waste problems by going back to our roots, slowing down, and taking a fresh look at how we consume food and goods.
Organisers of the carnival were jubilant that it had gone so smoothly and according to plan. Lucy Neal, Co Chair of Transition Town Tooting speaking to ITV London Tonight news had this to say:

“Individually we may seem insignificant, but when we connect up in a community, we are very strong, we can make a huge difference. We are thrilled at how well it’s come together and amazed at the support we have received from the people of Tooting”.

One of the more amusing floats we saw today were the cycle powered living rooms transporting some of the elders of the community. Sitting comfortably on her recycled armchair, Jaya Patel, born and bred Tooting resident said “the best bit about this carnival is that it’s bought the whole community together from all sections, young and old from all ethnic backgrounds”.

The South London Swimming Club had a cycle-powered float with swimmers, iceberg and sea made entirely out of plastic bags and bottles. The swimmers themselves came dressed as the colourful doors of their changing rooms at the Tooting Lido.

The Lady of Tooting, a 6 metre high animatronic creation told the story of Tooting on her crinoline Victorian dress decorated with over 170 faces of the ladies of Tooting.

Antonia Field-Smith, a Tooting resident said “It was great to see Tooting High Street without traffic and to be able to walk down the road without worrying about getting run over. I loved it, what a fantastic event”.

Steven Cooper of the Metropolitan Police thought the carnival was a fantastic idea and one which he would like to see happen again next year.

The grand finale at Fishponds Playing Fields with a shared picnic followed by dancing and music performed by local school children was a fitting end to a spectacular day.

TARA Arts' Youth Arts & Heritage Project: Sailing to Britain
TARA Arts' Youth Arts & Heritage Project: Sailing to Britain, will culminate in a performance on a boat on the River Thames in 2012.
 

The project to date has been a huge success, with more than 100 young people from across London researching the hidden stories of Lascars; migrant sailors from Africa and Asia who worked on British Merchant Ships. I have attached an information pack which gives further details of what the participants have been up to, including 3 new pieces of theatre, and an exhibition at the Museum of Croydon.
 

A year on, we are currently recruiting more young people aged 14 - 22 years old to join the project. We will be holding a 2 week workshop from Monday 26th July - Friday 6th August in Greenwich. Participation is FREE and open to anyone within the age range. No previous performing arts experience is necessary.
 

During the 2 weeks this summer, participants will work with Theatre Director Jules Tipton, Playwright Nicholas McInerney, as well as professional actors and musicians. They will also be working with an aerial choreographer and an aerialist to create the rigging of the ship! We are also able offer up to 5 participants the opportunity to undertake their Bronze Arts Award, a nationally recognised qualification. 
 

There will be a public performance of the participant's work at Greenwich Theatre on Friday 6th August at 7.30pm.
 

This is an excellent opportunity for young people from across London to learn new skills, meet new people and be part of one of the Cultural Olympiad's most exciting projects. Free video-making service for charities

Students from the University of Westminster offer to make films during the summer break. 
Students from the University of Westminster are offering to make free videos for charities in their spare time this summer. The students, who specialise in TV production and have taken a course on how to make campaigning and fundraising films for charities and voluntary groups, will produce films lasting between 30 seconds and six minutes for small charities that could not otherwise afford to make promotional videos.
The charities will be allowed to use the films on their own websites and on social networking sites. Ged Maguire, a senior lecturer in TV production at the University of Westminster, said students wanted to give their time free of charge in order to gain experience.
"Charities can approach us with their requirements and we will work with their marketing departments," he said. "The charities will be given full editorial approval."
